Unless you have been in a cave someplace on a mountain top with no news, you know 
about the debate of an overhaul, as it’s called, of our health care system (or maybe 
the health insurance system to be more accurate).

I will tell you that I have had the piece of paper with this quote lying on my desk for 
well over a year. I keep running into it, and each time it causes me to think about our 
society and what it does for, and unfortunately, to our children. Think about it a little; 
I’m sure you will find it as thought provoking as I do.

But when I think about our crown jewels, the Shriners Hospitals for Children, the quote 
takes me to another place. It’s simply this. We are already a significant part of the health 
care solution. The Shriners, since 1922, have provided care to all who needed it for the 
specialties we are good at. If you believe the old adage, “to eat an elephant, do it 
one bite at a time,” then we are taking a significant number of bites out of the needs 
of kids around the United States, Canada, and Mexico. But we have issues to deal with 
because of the economic situation. Again, you and I can’t eat the elephant in one 
sitting, but we can take a bite at a time.

For 2010 Tabloid, we need to increase our efforts to raise funds for Lexington, Cincinnati, 
and Erie. Every dollar we raise helps and helps big. So, think about those little bites every 
day, every week, every month.

Try new things. Elsewhere in this issue is a picture of the top bidder for the first Tabloid 
sold last May at the Washington Shrine Club Tabloid kick-off dinner. Washington hosts 
the annual kick-off and gains items to be auctioned from local businesses and members. 
It helped them return to the top spot in Tabloid 2009 funds raised. Have you thought 
about holding such an event? Give it some thought.

Again, this year, I’ll try to highlight what other groups of Nobles are doing to increase 
the results of Tabloid.

In our final decision making it always comes down to our children. I trust Boenhoeffer 
would say we have passed the test. I trust we always will.

GOD BLESS AMERICA!

It didn’t take Brad Smith long to get the Washington Shrine Club back atop Aladdin’s Tabloid fundraising charts.
After a one-year sabbatical from the chairman’s position, Smith returned to mastermind a first-place finish for the Washington Shrine 
Club in the 2009 drive. The donations raised under Smith’s tutelage totaled $37,134 
and was enough to easily out distance perennial juggernauts Athens County and 
Union County.

 Smith is no stranger to providing such dream-come-true experiences for Shrines in 
Washington Court House. After taking over from longtime chairman, Edwin Thompson, 
Smith engineered a second-place finish behind Athens County in 2000. However, 
the local club would not be bridesmaids for quite some time as Smith employed a 
do-anything attitude to record first-place spots for six straight years with the string 
coming to an end in 2007.

The unprecedented six-year reign atop Aladdin’s fund-raising campaign was 
highlighted by a record one-year total of $56,381 collected in 2004 when Smith served 
us both the club’s president and tabloid chairman. Smith decided to step down in 
2007 but played second fiddle to new chairman Tom Shields when over $33,000 was 
raised, but the club couldn’t top Union County’s effort which was fueled by a gigantic 
donation by Honda in Marysville, Ohio. The Washington Shrine slipped to a  lackluster 
fourth-place finish in 2008 with some $27,000 being collected.

A number of obstacles littered the path to this year’s first-place ranking. Smith had 
to grapple with a stinky economy and an anemic turnout by local club members 
during the two-day drive in early May. However, Smith scoffed at the accolades 
directed his way and refused to bask in the spotlight.

“I really do appreciate all of the congratulations I’ve received, but I am only a 
very small part of our club’s success,” Smith said   Despite the sluggish street corner 
campaign this year, Smith pointed to the success of annual events such as the horseback trail ride, the pork chop dinner, and the 
traditional auction in addition to the yearly donation from the Eyman Trust Fund as keys to his recipe. “It takes all of us to do this, 
he noted.”

The donations fetched in the 2009 crusade increased the total contributed by the Washington Shrine to a mind-numbing 
$577,000.

Total donations for Aladdin’s 2009 tabloid project amounted to $264,193.40.
